The horse which Mr. Philip Keene 
was riding. kn ocked down a little girl, Maria Cooke, and very severely 
bruised her, hurting her head, shoulder, and ancle. It is only won­
dnful, and an instance of G0d's providential care of her, that s.lie was 
not ki]led. P ersons sl10uld be careful in riding or driving through 
any street or village where children or other persons are lik!)ly • to be 
about, to go carefully, and at a ver Yr moderate pace. Mischief is soon 
done and not so soon repaired, 

Six other accidents occurred in tl1e same week, if not' in the .parish, 
at least to persons residing in it. On Tuesday evening, Mrs. Richard 
K eene was overthroV'n in her gig, 11ind besjdes· being much sl},aken, 
had her collar bone put out. On t~e same day, a boy nameg Lew,is, 
whose parents reside at Spurgro\le, was I rnn over by a waggon and 
received severe injuries on the knee and arm ,' but happily no bones 
were broken. On Thursday, Mr. Gwilt was thrown from his horse, 
and besides breaking one of his ribs, has·received a sefere concussion . 

On Friday night; Edwin Gr.ay, of Hambleden, received a blow 
while in the public-house, which ·cut open his forehead , and caused 
such an extraordinary effu sion of blood, tha't had not the doctor been 
summdned and arrived with all speed, the mbst serious consequences 
must have ensued. 

On Friday, also, a little boy named Higgs, at Frieth, cut off the 
top of his thumb with a machin e. ' 

On the Monday, a man in the employ of D aniel D eane, fell from 
a waggon, and very much hurt his wrist.
