CONFIRMATION. 
The Lord Bishop of the Diocese held the Confirmation according 

to noticci, in Htmblerldn Cb11rch 011 P ,dm Sunday, April 5th. There 
was early Communion at 8 a.m. Murning Service commenced at 
11 a.m. The candidates, 68 in ll.Umber, assembled in the School­
rooms, and went across to Church j 11st before 11 o'clock. The 
Litany ended, the Bishop a~cended the pulpit, and delivered a very 
simple and impressive address, part.ly to the congregation in general, 
and partly to the candidates specially. There was a very large con­
gregation, who all seemed to listen to th!=) addresses, and to join in 
the Service very reverentially. Immediately before the Bishop left 
the pulpit to lay 011 hands, he requested aU present, to join in silent 
prayer for those who were to be confirmed. After this, while those 
to be Confirmed remained kneeling, the choir and congregation sang, 
softly and solemnly, the Hymn called "Veni Creator," No. 93 in our 
collection. This had a very beautiful and striking effect. Many of 
the young people, who all behaved most devoutly, seemed much 
affected during the imposition of hands. We pray God that the 
effect of the Service may be lasting. 

The Service ended, the newly Uonfirmed remained in their seats 
while the rest of the congregation left the Church, and the Rector 
gave to each a Tract to be read that day. 

In the Evening, at 6 p.m. there was again a very large congrega­
tion, as it was known that the Bishop would preach. The Sermon 
was very impressive, but unfortunately the Bishop was suffering from 
a bad colu., and consequently his Discourse was delivered in so low a 
voice that many ptiraons could not hear it. 

There was a collection made at the doors towards the expenses of 
lighting and warming the Church, It amounted to £4 4s. 8½d. 



EASTER SU DAY . 
This great and blessed FesLival was well observed. The day was 

fair though not very bright, The number of Communicants was 
very large and included nearly half of those who had been Confirmed 
the Sunday previous. The congrega tions at all the Services were 
large.

In order to prevent mw mistakes respecting 
the recurrence of sue~ Services, notice is given that a full Choral

will , we hope, bear with the less-musical taste of others; while we 
remind the_se latter friends, that the quest.ion is not one of mere 
pleasure in bearing sweet sounds, but of the he! p aff,1rded by musio 
in worshipping Goel more heartily.

Tile company wai 
n:ii.icli ,l,arger than on previous occasions, and many, we regret to say, 
oould · not 'obtain even standing-room within sight of the platform. 
W'e"m~:l~afely say that all parts of the Concert were well executed. 
Th~ 'Clioi:r as a whole, sang the Chorusses not only with spirit, but 
biuch more softly and sweetly t.han is too often the case. Of the 
ilactetf pieces "The marvellous work" and "Most beautiful appear," 
both out of the Orntorio of the Creation, were the best. The Duettil 

,- oli Pianoforte and Cornet were a ·great treat. Everyone seemed to 

ehjoy t)le wind instrument played with so subdued and delicate a 
force ; and as was natural, they testified their pleasure by encoring 
the performances. The glees "Mynheer Vandnnck," "Hark! 
the Curfew's solemn sound," "The Chough and Crow," and "Ye 
Shepherds tell me," were all well given and received with evident 
satisfaction. But the most exciting performances were the Piano­
forte trio by the Misses Ridley, which was most enthusiastically 
cheered and most perseverfogly encored; "The Bashful Wooers'' 
which Head and Millington sang with their accustomed spirit and 
humour; and Mr. Sumner's comic songs. The audience were not 
satisfied till they persuaded him to sing -a third, which he did most 
good naturedly, accompanying himself on the Pimo-forte . ... The 
amount received for · admission exceeded £8. As the expenses were 
small, the net profits will greatly help towards the end proposer! , 
viz., a summer excursion for the Choir.
